It
took 3 hours to trim her hooves. They had to shetprocess with a pruning saw!

Her coffin bones were badly rotated. She was keptpatetely off grass and had a diet
of hay only. Almost immediately she was obviouslgrencomfortable and within a
week she was trotting around whereupon an exepctgggamme was begun.

After 12 months or so she has lost the pads otfasty neck and has grown a new
hoof capsule and she now has normal hooves. Hergoane pictures taken 2 years
on. She is a wonderful, kind horse and now leadscéne life.
